“We can distinguish between the ideal of my personality and an ideal in regard to my personal mission in life.

As far as my personality is concerned, God wants to enrich my emotions and clarify my mind. He wants me to strive for holiness.

As far as my personal mission is concerned,

the ideal reminds me that I have been called

to fulfill and achieve a specific task in life.

When we speak about the Personal Ideal, then we are speaking about these two aspects together.  For example, think about relationship between personality and mission. I educate myself for a specific mission, but I am also through trying to live out that mission.  In fact, in the majority of cases, adults are much more formed through realizing certain tasks than through working directly on their personalities.”
