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The Pilgrim Images of the Campaign become small Pilgrim Shrines which extend Mary’s evangelization to all corners of the country. The message and graces from Schoenstatt thus arrive in a more simple way, quicker and more comprehensive to the people. Thus our Father and Founder could say that “through Don Joao’s apostolate, the fundamental sources of Schoenstatt become more effective” (4-11-68).





Encountering Don Joao


What does Don Joao Pozzobon want to remind us of? I think he wants to remind us of his great love: The Schoenstatt Rosary Campaign. That great love for which he sacrificed himself for 35 years, he now leaves in our hands. He reminds us that now we are the ones responsible, we are the instruments.
